Installation instructions 
 

1.  Remove all the parts from the box. Check for the following contents:  (6) screws, (6) 
washers, (6) screw knobs, (2) connection tubes, (2) wheel shafts, (1) splash guard (no 
bottom), (1) commode pail, and (1) commode pail lid (all shown in Fig.1) along with (2) 
wheels, (1) back rest frame, (1) left side wheel frame, (1) right side wheel frame, (1) seat 
frame, (1) padded seat with replaceable cutout, and (2) footrests (left and right). 
 
2.  Insert one of the connection tubes into the front left wheeled frame. ( Fig.2)

3.  Line up the holes and insert the screws, making sure that the hex screw head matches 
up with the hex cut out in the frame. 
 
4.  Put the black plastic washers on the other ends of the screws, making sure that the 
curve of the washer fits the curve of the tubular frame and screw the knobs on, but do not 
tighten at this time. 
 
5.  Repeat steps 2-4 for the other connection tube on the same rear left wheeled frame. 
(Fig. 2) 
 
6.  Line up and connect the right wheeled frame simultaneously onto the ends of both 
connection tubes. 
 
7.  Repeat steps 3 and 4 of inserting the screws  with the right side, but do not tighten yet. 
 
8.  Line up the back rest tubes to the back of the seat frame and insert into the frame tubes  
simultaneously on both ends. ( Fig. 3) 
 
9.  Line up the holes and insert the screws, washers, and knobs as in steps 3 and 4 
 
10.  Hand tighten all knobs.  DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN.  Check these knobs weekly for 
tightness.   
 
 
To install the large wheels 
 
1.  While pushing the button on the shaft ( hold the nut behind the black push button and 
press the push button in order to release the locking ball on the other end of the shaft ) 
insert the shaft into the bearing ring of the large wheel, until the locking ball is all the 
way in and the push button is flush with the wheel. (Fig. 5) 
 
2. Then insert the shaft into the wheel chair frame and push the button in order to go 
through all the way out and release the push button to lock the shaft. 

 



NOTE :  If the wheels do not lock into place, contact the dealer immediately and do 
not attempt to use. 

 
 

Footrest installation 
 

1.  Hold the footrest so that the silver tubing is vertical.  On the chair frame, right above 
the wheels are two 2 small pegs sticking up.  Place the footrest over the pegs, making 
sure that the pegs go through both holes on the footrest.  Swing the footrests inwards and 
make sure it is locked into place.  To swing the footrest outwards, and to remove, simply 
pull inwards on the lever on the inside of the footrest. 
 
Seat Installation 
 
1.  Place the black seat frame over the chair frame so that the two pegs on the seat frame  
match up with the holes in the chair frame.  Make sure that the back of the seat frame is 
secured onto the chair frame as well.  The 2 metal levers at the front of the seat frame 
should be pushed together.   
 
2.  Take the grey seat and place it on the seat frame so that the opening faces away from 
the back.   
 
 
***To install the commode bucket or splash guard, simply slide underneath the seat so 
that the sides of the bucket or guard match up with the rails underneath. 
 
***To raise and lower the armrests, simply press the button underneath the armrests.
